PACE staff trained five JCA teachers during first quarter of the 1997 school year.

These staff members then trained six of twelve 4th/5th graders that were placed in a experimental or control group. Group placement was determine by using the pre study mental skills test scores and assigning placement by ranking (highest – control, second highest – experimental, third highest – control, etc.) 



When the forth/fifth grade experimental students completed 10 weeks of training and were tested, they were each assigned a first grade student (supervise by one teacher) to train for 8 weeks (end of school arrived before the ten week program could be completed). The first grade students were assigned to a control or experimental group by the same method as the 4th /5th graders. Each student was trained about one hour per school day. First grade student’s training took place concurrently in the same classroom whereas the 4th/5th grade training took place in separate quite rooms. 



Experimental students were taken out of their classroom activities for their time of training.



Results (note below) show that those skills which were significantly below age level showed gains of 3 years in the experimental group compared with 1.59 years gains in the control group. These gains were made with first time trainers and in the case of the 1st graders, with trainers who were only in 4th or 5th grade and in less than an ideal environment.
